__________________C $ K Home Inspections_________________________________ (hereinafter “INSPECTOR”) and the undersigned (hereinafter “CLIENT”), collectively referred to herein as “the parties.”    The Parties Understand and Voluntarily Agree as follows:

1. INSPECTOR agrees to perform a visual inspection of the home/building and to provide CLIENT with a written inspection report identifying the defects that INSPECTOR both observed and deemed material.  INSPECTOR may offer comments as a courtesy, but these comments will not comprise the bargained-for report.  The report is only supplementary to the seller’s disclosure.

2. The visual inspection and report is completed when practicable at the site. Unless otherwise inconsistent with this Agreement or not possible, INSPECTOR agrees to perform the inspection in accordance to the current Standards of Practice of the National Association of Certified Home Inspectors posted at http://www.nachi.org/sop.htm. The inspection and report are performed and prepared for use of CLIENT, who gives INSPECTOR permission to discuss observations with real estate agents, owners, repair persons and other interested parties. Iinspector accepts no responsibility for use or misrepresentation by third Parties

3. INSPECTOR GUARANTEES to perform a visual inspection of the Home, including readily accessible components and systems, and to report observed deficiencies which inspector deems significant material defects

4. INSPECTOR WANTS THE CLIENT TO KNOW
· Inspector does not claim expertise in specific home components or system
· The client should not expect that INSPECTOR will find every problem that exist or ever could exist, but only that INSPECTOR will report deficiencies that INSPECTOR both observed and deemed a significant material defect
· Inspector will not move personal property, debris, furniture, equipment and carpeting or like materials which impede access or limit visibility
· The inspection is not intended to be technically exhaustive
· Equipment and systems will NOT be dismantled
· Utililies will (i.e. gas, electric, water) will not be turned on if turned off prior to start of inspection

6.   INSPECTOR assumes no liability for the cost of repair or replacement of unreported defects or deficiencies either current or arising in the future. CLIENT acknowledges that the liability of INSPECTOR, its agents, employees, for claims or damages, costs of defense or suit, attorney’s fees and expenses and payments arising out of or related to the INSPECTOR’S negligence or breach of any obligation under this Agreement, including errors and omissions in the inspection or the report, shall be limited to $2000.00 inspection, and this liability shall be exclusive.  CLIENT waives any claim for consequential, exemplary, special or incidental damages or for the loss of the use of the home/building even if the CLIENT has been advised of the possibility of such damages. The parties acknowledge that the liquidated damages are not intended as a penalty but are intended (i) to reflect the fact that actual damages may be difficult and impractical to ascertain; (ii) to allocate risk among the INSPECTOR and CLIENT; and (iii) to enable the INSPECTOR to perform the inspection at the stated fee.

7. INSPECTOR does not perform engineering, architectural, plumbing, or any other job function requiring an occupational license in the jurisdiction where the inspection is taking place, unless the inspector holds a valid occupational license, in which case he/she may inform the CLIENT that he/she is so licensed, and is therefore qualified to go beyond this basic home inspection, and for additional fee, perform additional inspections beyond those within the scope of the basic home inspection.  Any agreement for such additional inspections shall be in a separate writing.

8. In the event of a claim against INSPECTOR, CLIENT agrees to supply INSPECTOR with the following: (1) Written notification of adverse conditions within 14 days of discovery, and (2) Access to the premises.  Failure to comply with the above conditions will release INSPECTOR and its agents from any and all obligations or liability of any kind.

9. This report is not meant to be a warranty, expressed or implied, of adequacy or performance of structures, systems or their components parts. Because of this, the Client agrees to do a pre-closing walkthrough examination of the property 48-72 hours prior to closing to insure that all systems/components are still functional. If a problem is later discovered, a copy of the “pre-closing walk-through checklist must accompany the CLIENTS written correspondence to us describing the problem. The Clients failure to conduct a “pre closing examination” and return a copy of the “pre closing checklist” to our office within 15 days of closing will void any further responsibility or consideration by the Inspection Company

10. Any dispute, controversy, interpretation or claim including claims for, but not limited to, breach of contract, any form of negligence, fraud or misrepresentation or any other theory of liability arising out of, from or related to, this contract or arising out of, from or related to the inspection or inspection report shall be submitted to final and binding arbitration “under the rules and procedures of the Expedited Arbitration of Home Inspection Disputes of Construction Arbitration Services Inc. The decision of the Arbitrator appointed there under shall be final and binding and judgement on the Award may be entered in any Court of competent jurisdiction
11. Payment is due upon completion of the on-site inspection. The Client will pay all legal and time expenses incurred in collecting payments.
12. This Agreement is not transferable or assignable.
